OFFICIAL CONTEST RULES AND CONDITIONS
(updated 2-17-10)

The 2010 Road to the Kentucky Derby Contest (the “Contest)” is a continuing contest that will be held at
Sam Houston Race Park each Saturday from February 20 to April 10 ( except March 6). Up to five races will
be designated as Contest Races for each Saturday. The Contest Race will include mostly Kentucky Derby
prep races but may include other races also. Contestants will be asked to make a mythical $2.00 win and
place wager on each Contest Race during the Contest Period.

The winners of the Contest will be the three persons with the highest mythical winnings on all Contest Races
during the entire Contest Period. The first place winner will receive $400 in cash with $250 to second place
and $100 to third place. Inaddition, if the first place winner participated in at least six of the seven Saturdays
of the Contest, then he or she will have the use of a private luxury suite at SHRP (with snacks and soft drinks)
any time this calendar year subject to availability.

For February 20, the Contest Races will be the Fountain of Youth and the Hutcheson from Gulfstream, the
Silverbulletday Stakes and the Risen Star from the Fairgrounds, and the EI Camino Real from Golden Gate.

The Contest Races for each future Saturday will be announced at least one week in advance.

ADDITIONAL RULES AND CONDITIONS

1) Any Sam Houston Race Park patron 21 years or older can register for the Contest. There is no entry
fee and there are no purchases required.

2) Entries will be taken on each Saturday of the Contest. Entries must be submitted by the time shown
on the entry form for each Saturday. That time will be at least 10 minutes prior to the first Contest
Race. Entry forms must be deposited at the designated collection points at the north and south first
floor entrances.

3) Each contestant may enter only one time per Saturday. Contestants with duplicate entries or more
than one entry on any given Saturday will be disqualified for that day. All fields on the entry form
must be completed for an entry to be eligible. Contestants not filling in the entry form completely
for a given Saturday may be disqualified for that day.
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The winners of the Contest will be the persons with the three highest total dollar winnings from the
mythical $2.00 win and place wagers on all of the Contest Races during the entire contest period.
Standings will be posted weekly. At the end of the Contest Period, if there is a tie for any position,
the winner for that position will be the person with the highest number of correct win selections. If
there is a still a tie for that position, the tied entries will split the total prize money for the two
positions in question. If the tie is for first place and both person qualify for the use of the suite, then
they will share the suite on a mutually agreeable day.

If a horse is scratched following the contestant’s submission of an entry form, then the horse named
by the contestant as his or her alternate selection will be used. If both horses are scratched, then the
post time favorite will be used.

If any Contest Race is cancelled, then that race will be excluded from the Contest , and the Contest
will proceed as if that race had never been designated as a Contest Race.

All winners will be notified by e-mail or phone as soon as results have tabulated and declared final.

Employees and immediate family of Sam Houston Race Park, MAXXAM Corporation, the National
Thoroughbred Racing Association, the Daily Racing Form, Equibase Corporation, or any of their
affiliates, MAY NOT ENTER the Contest. Immediate family is defined as and includes any relative
residing at the same residence.

ALL INTERPRETATIONS OF THESE RULES AND CONDITIONS AND ALL QUESTIONS
NOT COVERED IN THESE RULES WILL BE DECIDED BY THE MANAGEMENT OF SAM
HOUSTON RACE PARKWHOSE DECISION WILL BE FINAL AND WITHOUT ANY CLAIM
FOR DAMAGES OR RECOURSE OF ANY KIND. AMONG OTHER THINGS, SAM HOUSTON
